Presenter Biographies

Cynthia Addams joined the Collins Foundation in 1998 and was the Foundation’s first Director of
Programs before being names Executive Vice President.

After Receiving her BA and MA in Art History from the University of Oregon, Addams dedicated the next
thirteen years to community arts development and management, eventually serving nine years as
Executive Director of the Salem Art Association.

Addams later held two consecutive positions at Willamette University in Salem, Oregon—Director of
Foundation and Corporate Relations and Assistant to the President. During her tenure at Willamette,
she was involved in the formation of the Hallie Ford Museum of Art at the University.

A native Oregonian, Addams is a longstanding arts and culture advocate. She recently completed eight
years of service on the Oregon Arts Commission, including three years as Chair. She was appointed to
the Commission by Governor Kitzhaber in 2002, and reappointed by Governor Kulongoski in 2006.
Today Addams serves on the Board of Foundations for a Better Oregon, which sponsors the Chalkboard
Project. Launched in 2004, Chalkboard is a non-partisan organization working to unite Oregonian’s to
make Oregon’s K-12 public schools among the nation’s best. It was formed by five of Oregon'’s largest
foundations, including The Collins Foundation, and now receives support from 20 foundations and
charitable funds, most of which are Oregon based.

Gideon Anders is a Senior Attorney at the National Housing Law Project (NHLP), a national and state
legal and housing advocacy center based in Oakland, California. NHLP seeks to preserve and expand the
supply of affordable housing and to promote the housing rights of low-income persons and households.
Mr. Anders specializes in the housing programs of the Rural Housing Service, which are administered by
Rural Development, a division of the U.S. Department of Agriculture. Mr. Anders was the Executive
Director of the National Housing Law Project from 1997 to 2008. He was a Staff Attorney at NHLP
between 1977 and 1995. From 1995 to 1997, he was a senior project manager for EAH, a nonprofit
developer, owner, and manager of affordable housing in California and Hawaii. Mr. Anders also worked
for the Housing Assistance Council (HAC) in Washington, DC, for over five years; his last position was
assistant director for field services. Mr. Anders has a law degree from the Columbus School of Law,
Catholic University of America, Washington, DC, and is a member of the California Bar. He received his
B.A., with a major in Architecture, from the University of California, Berkeley.

Jeff Anderson is Senior Program Officer at the Oregon Community Foundation (OCF), where he manages
the statewide Community Grants program and other OCF funds and projects. Prior to joining OCF in
1998, Jeff was associate vice-president for development at Lewis & Clark College, where he coordinated
a major comprehensive campaign from 1991 to 1997. From 1987 to 1991, Mr. Anderson was the
Northwest field representative for the Youth Project, a national foundation providing grants and

technical assistance to grassroots community organizations. Mr. Anderson has served on a number of
nonprofit boards and advisory committees, and currently serves as Vice President on the board of
directors for Grantmakers of Oregon and Southwest Washington.



Larry Anderson was appointed Acting Deputy Administrator for Multi-Family Housing in January 2010.
Prior to that, he served as the Director of the newly created Multi-Family Housing Preservation and
Direct Loan Division (MPDL) of the Rural Housing Service. With over 29 years of Federal service, he
currently is leading efforts to create a long term MFH revitalization program to help preserve the aging
but irreplaceable $11 billion direct loan portfolio. Between 2008 and 2004, Mr. Anderson served as the
Assistant Deputy Administrator for Multi-Family Housing and since 1998; Mr. Anderson has led the

Office of Rental Housing Preservation (ORHP). He entered Federal service as a Presidential Management
Intern in 1980, after receiving a Masters in Public Administration from Rutgers and an undergraduate
degree from Michigan State. In October of 2007, the Secretary of Agriculture recognized Mr. Anderson
with an Honor Award for his work leading a team that worked out a major settlement agreement to
resolve claims from statutory changes to MFH prepayment requirements. In 2000, CARH recognized Mr.
Anderson with the Harry Tomlinson award.

Michael Bodaken serves both as President of the National Housing Trust and of the

National Housing Trust/Enterprise Preservation Corporation. The Trust engages in preservation policy,
affordable housing development and lending. He has been largely responsible for growing the
organization in becoming a nationwide leader in the field of affordable housing preservation. The Trust
urges state and federal governments to devote sufficient resources to save existing housing, with a
particular emphasis on preserving housing in communities of opportunity. Much of the current policy
engagement concerns “Green Preservation,” involving the energy retrofitting of existing housing and
saving affordable housing proximate and accessible to mass transit.

Mr. Bodaken also serves as President of NHT/Enterprise, an organization founded by the

Trust which owns and operates 3,000 affordable apartments in eight states and the

District of Columbia. The Trust’'s CDFI, NHT Community Development Fund, provides low interest loans
to preservation developers across the U.S. During his tenure, the Trust has financed and preserved over
20,000 apartments throughout the nation, involving over $1 billion in financing.

Prior to joining the Trust, Mr. Bodaken worked for Mayor Tom Bradley as Deputy Mayor for Housing for
the City of Los Angeles. Mr. Bodaken practiced public interest law for over a decade, specializing in class
action homeless litigation, tenants’ rights and affordable housing advocacy before local and state
government bodies. He practiced at the Legal Aid Foundation of Los Angeles and San Fernando Valley
Neighborhood Legal Services.

Mr. Bodaken is the convener of the National Preservation Working Group, a member of the Advisory
Board of the Housing Development Reporter, and the Board of Governors of the National Housing
Conference. He serves on the board of directors of Homes for America, Housing Preservation Project,
Urban Vision, Fairfax and Montgomery County Housing Tax Forces, and Stewards for Affordable Housing
(SAHF). He is a frequent guest lecturer and panelist at affordable housing industry events.

Dana Bourland is vice president of Green Initiatives for Enterprise Community Partners and leads
environmental strategy for the national organization. Bourland directs all aspects of Enterprise’s
national award-winning Green Communities program from strategic planning and program development
to evaluation and public policy advocacy. Currently, she is leading the second phase of Green
Communities to specifically address retrofits of existing buildings and the comprehensive provision of
community-based green services. Bourland works with Enterprise’s financial affiliates to package and



integrate the delivery of various forms of project financing to Green Communities developments,
including equity investments and predevelopment loans. Additionally, she serves as managing director
of the Green Communities Offset Fund.

Bourland previously worked at the Maryland Department of Planning, where she implemented and
collaborated with other state agencies and national organizations on Smart Growth-related policies
including a Smart Growth Fund, Port Land Use, Smart Codes, Transit Oriented Development and the
management of a statewide infrastructure needs analysis. Prior to the Maryland Department of
Planning, she worked on poverty reduction strategies in communities across an eight-state region with
the Northwest Area Foundation.

A returned Peace Corps Volunteer, Bourland holds a master’s degree in planning from the Hubert H.
Humphrey Institute of Public Affairs, University of Minnesota, and is a graduate of Harvard University
Graduate School of Design’s Program in Real Estate. She is a certified planner through the American
Institute of Certified Planners (AICP), a LEED Accredited Professional, a member of the first Leadership
Forum organized by the National Association of Affordable Housing Lenders (NAAHL) and a juror for the
Washington Smart Growth Alliance’s Smart and Sustainable Growth Recognition Program. Bourland also
serves on Affordable Housing Finance’s editorial advisory board and the board of directors of Affordable
Comfort. She was recently named one of Fast Company magazine’s Most Influential Women Activists in
Technology.

Robin Boyce was appointed as HDC's Executive Director in January 2005. For five years prior to that,
Robin was HDC's Finance Director, overseeing HDC's financial and human resources systems, as well as
providing senior level project management to clients. Robin has more than 20 years of experience in
project financing, construction, project management, housing program management, and asset
management and has developed over 1,200 units of affordable rental housing. Robin initiated HDC's
work on asset management and has presented numerous asset management trainings in Oregon and
Washington. Prior to her work with HDC, Robin managed the City of Portland's rental housing programs
at the Portland Development Commission, was a carpenter for five years, a construction manager, and
spent several years as a private consultant. She received her bachelor's degree in Community Services
and Public Affairs from the University of Oregon.

Paul Bradley is the founding president of ROC USA, LLC and its two subsidiaries. The organizations are
focused on making resident ownership of manufactured home communities (“MHCs”) viable and
successful nationwide.

ROC USA Network operates in 34 states and provides, through 11 local certified organizations, expert
technical assistance services to help homeowners purchase their communities. ROC USA Capital
provides community purchase financing to resident corporations who wish to buy their MHCs.

Prior to his appointment to ROC USA, Paul served as vice president for the New Hampshire Community
Loan Fund, where he expanded cooperative development, initiated single-family lending and new
development with manufactured housing.

Paul, a native of New Hampshire, received his bachelor’'s degree in economics in 1986 from the
University of New Hampshire. In 2008, he graduated from the NeighborWorks® Achieving Excellence



Program, an executive training program offered through Harvard University’s Kennedy School of
Government. He has 19 years of experience in the manufactured housing and CDFI industries.

Bill Brauner has over 20 years of experience in affordable housing development and affordable housing
lending. In his role as Housing Preservation Program Manager for CEDAC, Bill provides assistance to
nonprofits and public agencies regarding housing preservation, maintains a database of assisted
properties, and assists nonprofit purchasers and tenant advocates in preservation transactions. Prior to
coming to CEDAC in 2003, Bill worked as a developer of housing tax credit projects for the nonprofit
Caleb Foundation, including several housing preservation deals. Earlier in his career, he developed
ownership housing for Habitat for Humanity in Latin America. Bill has a B.A. from Lewis and Clark
College in Portland, OR, and a Masters in Intercultural Administration from SIT in Brattleboro, VT.

Janet Byrd has more than thirty years of experience in the community development arena. Her roots as
a neighborhood organizer in Chicago working on housing issues as varied as insurance redlining,
neighborhood disinvestment and tenant rights stoked a passion for housing policy and community
development that has remained constant over the intervening years. Over her career, Janet has
spearheaded a number of collaborative efforts which promise lasting benefit to our communities.

As Director of Neighborhood Partnerships, Janet has been central to the success of the statewide
advocacy coalition, the Housing Alliance. During her tenure NP also helped to launch the innovative
multi-county collaborative to serve high-need homeless families, Bridges to Housing, and quadrupled
the impact of the Oregon IDA Initiative, a unique statewide partnership that builds the assets of low
income Oregonians.

Ms. Byrd holds a BA degree from the University of Texas at Austin and a Masters in Urban and
Environmental Policy from Tufts University. She is currently the Executive Director of Neighborhood
Partnerships, which works to create opportunities for low income people.

Brian Carleton is the co-founder of Carleton Hart Architecture. Since beginning his profession in
architecture in 1984, Brian Carleton’s focus has been working with non-profit and government agencies
in developing community based solutions to social needs. His skill lies in bringing together complex
stakeholder groups, often with conflicting agendas, and moving people forward towards common goals.
Itis through his ability to put himself in other people’s shoes and acknowledge that we all bring different
perspectives to any issue that he is able to understand the client’s needs and provide sound advice on
how to get there. His visioning processes combined with award winning designs create community
based solutions and add significant value to the people who live and work in his buildings.

Rick Crager serves as the Deputy Director of Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS.) Prior to
his appointment as Deputy Director, he served as Interim Director of OHCS from March 1, 2006 to
September 5, 2006, during the recruitment process for a new director. He also served as the Chief
Financial Officer for the department from July 2000 to February 2006. Mr. Crager earned a B.S. in
Accounting from Linfield College in Oregon.



Lisa Davis is a Program Officer in the Metropolitan Opportunity unit at the Ford Foundation. She helps
manage the Ford Foundation’s investments in quality housing, connecting people to opportunity, and
planning and land use innovation in metropolitan regions across the country. Lisa came to the Ford
Foundation after working for more than a decade in both non-profit and private sector organizations to
improve housing and economic conditions in low-income communities. For the last five years, Lisa has
worked as Vice President and Project Executive at the New Boston Fund, a private real estate investor,
manager, and developer working nationally. There, Lisa built an innovative partnership among for-
profits, non-profits, financiers, public agencies and community groups to develop over 850 units of
mixed-income housing, over 1 million square feet of mixed-use developments, and negotiated land
purchases from public agencies with subsequent sales to third parties. Lisa was part of a team investing
the USA Fund, a triple bottom line, economically targeted equity fund.

Before joining the New Boston Fund, Lisa worked as Director of Development for the Codman Square
Neighborhood Development Corporation, and as Director of Housing and Development for the Asian
Community Development Corporation (ACDC), two large, nationally recognized nonprofit Community
Development Corporations in Boston. In those positions, Lisa oversaw real estate, lending and
community development departments and organized broad coalitions of neighborhood residents to
conduct community planning, participate in real estate development processes, and change public
policy to be more responsive to community needs. Lisa started her work in housing and community
development in Texas as a community organizer and advocate, and also did organizing and development
work in the New York metropolitan area. Lisa holds Masters degrees in Real Estate Development and
City Planning from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, and a Bachelor of Arts from University of
Texas at Austin.

John H. Epstein is Manager and Senior Vice President of the Community Lending and Investment
Western Division (CLI) for Wells Fargo Bank. His responsibilities include managing the Bank’s affordable
housing lending efforts throughout the western states for offices located in Los Angeles, Minneapolis,
Portland, San Francisco, and Seattle. He joined the bank in 1988, and prior to becoming the manager of
CLI held positions as manager of the Bank’s Community Lending office in Portland and as the real estate
credit supervisor for the Northwest region. Prior to these positions, he was in the Bank’s Special Asset
Real Estate Group in Los Angeles, Houston, and Portland. Before joining the Bank, he was a project
manager with Southeastern Development Group, a real estate development company located in
Savannah, Georgia, and prior to that was a commodities trader for Continental Grain Company. He
earned his bachelor’'s degree in International Affairs from the University of Colorado and MBA from the
Wharton School, University of Pennsylvania. Mr. Epstein serves on the boards for Network for Oregon
Affordable Housing, California Community Reinvestment Corporation, and State of Oregon Housing
Council. He has also served as a board member for Washington Community Reinvestment Association,
CASA of Oregon, State of Oregon Community Development Incentive Fund, Mittleman Jewish
Community Center, Urban League of Portland, and Community Development Trust.

Nick Fish has served as a Commissioner and Vice-Chair of the Housing Authority of Portland, where he
played a leadership role delivering hundreds of units of affordable housing for our community.

Shortly after graduation, he went to work as a
legislative aide for Massachusetts Congressman Barney Frank. After receiving his law degree from
Northeastern University in 1986, he represented health care workers and unions in New York City.

Maureen Friar became president and CEO of NHC in February 2010. A recognized and respected
industry expert, Ms. Friar has more than 25 years of extensive experience in housing advocacy, policy
analysis, fundraising and non-profit management. As executive director for 14 years, she grew the
Supportive Housing Network of New York from an ad hoc coalition into a vibrant and effective statewide
advocacy association representing 34,000 units of affordable rental housing linked to services for
homeless and special needs populations. Prior to joining NHC, Ms. Friar served as a marketing
consultant to the National Equity Fund, the largest nonprofit investor in federal low-income housing tax
credits, and as a fundraising and management consultant to Community Access, a New York nonprofit
agency that provides supportive housing, employment training and advocacy for persons with
psychiatric disabilities.

Raquel Guglielmetti is the Executive Vice President at Northwest Real Estate Capital Corp. is honprofit
organization that owns and manages affordable multifamily housing throughout a six-state region. Ms.
Guglielmetti develops corporate business relationships, manages joint venture, and oversees the
Development Group's preservation efforts.

Chair of Oregon’s statewide land use planning policy-making body, the Land
Conservation & Development Commission.



Lisa Vatske is currently the Managing Director of the Washington State Housing Trust Fund (HTF) at the
Washington State Department of Commerce. The Housing Trust Fund has been actively awarding funds
to create or retain low-income housing across Washington State since 1989. The current portfolio
includes over 1,000 projects, 38,000 units and represents over $700 million of state investment. Most
recently, Lisa, in collaboration with City of Seattle staff, was successful in securing a State and Local
Preservation Leaders Award from the MacArthur Foundation, providing $1 million in support for
preservation of affordable housing in Washington State. Lisa was involved in the Housing Trust Fund in
the mid-90’s, in the early growth years when the main focus was on “getting the money out” and was
responsible for application review and contracting of specific projects. In the past six years as manager
of the HTF, the main focus for Lisa and staff has been developing asset management capacity for
Housing Trust Fund sponsors and developing policies and procedures to effectively manage the state’s
portfolio. Lisa has been involved in community development concentrating on small business and low-
income housing financing for approximately 20 years. Lisa helped finance, start-up and was Chief
Financial Officer of a small pub and microbrewery in Olympia, Washington and served as a Board
Member of Cascadia Revolving Fund for 10 years.

Mijo Vodopic comes to the Foundation from the Government Accountability Office, where he was a
senior analyst on the Financial Markets and Community Investment team, led evaluations of small
business loans to assess the performance of the Small Business Administration, analyzed the impact of
the Basel Il Accord on global and domestic competition in banking, and reviewed the uses and effects of
eminent domain actions on property owners and communities. Previously, Mijo was the Director of
Property and Asset Management at Heartland Housing Incorporated, here in Chicago, where he
managed a portfolio of eight affordable rental properties totaling 700 units and ensured that they were
professionally managed, properly maintained and fiscally sustainable. While at Heartland Housing, he
also patrticipated in developing tenant selection plans for several HOPE VI sites and collaborated with
social service providers to meet resident needs.

Mijo is a very active volunteer, especially within his cultural community, where he has served as the
president of the Croatian Cultural Center. In addition, he has been the executive director of the Chicago
Chamber Chair, volunteer coordinator at the Chicago Coalition for the Homeless, and continues to
volunteer at Misericordia, which serves individuals with developmental disabilities. Earlier in his life,
Mijo was a Jesuit Volunteer for the Los Angeles Coalition to End Hunger and Homelessness where he
advocated on behalf of homeless families during welfare reform. Mijo graduated magna cum laude from
Loyola University with a double major in History and Philosophy and received his Master’s in Public
Policy Studies from the University of Chicago in 2000. While in graduate school he completed a project
examining the prospects of Venezuela's emerging market economy.

Dee Walsh has been the Executive Director of REACH Community Development since 1990. REACH is a
28-year old nonprofit community development corporation that provides innovative affordable housing
solutions to lower income renters and home buyers.

Since its inception, REACH has developed or preserved over 1300 units of affordable housing, revitalized
residential areas and business districts and provided asset building programs and services to residents of
REACH-owned housing. Ms. Walsh is responsible for the overall management of REACH, which has a
staff of 83 and a consolidated annual budget of $9 million.



Prior to working with REACH, Ms. Walsh worked for ten years in the field of housing and community
development with both public and private firms, including: Pacific Power and the cities of Portland,
Seattle and Minneapolis.

Ms. Walsh holds a Masters degree in Urban Planning from the University of Washington and certificate
of completion from Harvard University for the Achieving Excellence in Community Development
program. Ms. Walsh received the Gretchen Miller Kafoury Award for Lifetime Achievement in
Community Development (2002), and the prestigious Fannie Mae Foundation James A. Johnson
Fellowship (2005.)

Ms. Walsh currently serves on the Board of Directors of the Housing Partnership Network where she
chairs the International Housing Exchange Partnership, a peer exchange with social housing
organizations in the UK and Canada. She also sits on the Oregon Opportunity Network Portland Policy
Council. She is an adjunct instructor at Portland State University’s School of Urban Studies.
